• Schism btw European-level measures at the 
external borders + beyond and internal 
asylum and migration policy

• Back to the Future: 2015+ as a (partial) 
return to unilitaralism at EU level: a) internal 
border controls; b) indirect deterrence 
measures
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Indirect deterrence measures
Nordic immigration policies structured by:

- Geopolitics

- Socioeconomic factors

- Legal landscape

 Favours “indirect deterrence” measures, e.g.

- Access to permanent residence permits / active 
reassessment and revocation policies

- Access to family reunification

- Access to welfare and social benefits

- Access to labour market and education

- Freedom of movement / housing
